Resolution #0910-10 Authorizing the Filing of an
Prepared by Karl Christensen  Application for Qualified School Construction
August 25, 2009 Bond Allocation

BACKGROUND:

The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act included a provision for schools to issue
Qualified School Construction Bonds (QSCBs) to fund any of the following:

s Construction of public school facilities;

» Rehabilitation or repair of public school facilities;

» Acquisition of land on which public school facilities will be constructed with
proceeds of issuance; or

» Equipment related to the project(s) constructed or rehabilitated with the proceeds
of issuance.

A steady revenue stream is needed to pay the bonds back so Santee would not be able
to issue these bonds for modernization or new construction. However, these bonds can
also be used to fund Solar projects and are actually more beneficial than CREBs (Clean
Renewable Energy Bonds) since 100% of the value of QSCBs is subject to Federal Tax
Credits for the investor vs 70% for CREBs. Therefore, school districts can issue QSCBs
at a near 0% interest rate while CREBs would need supplemental coupons of 1.5% to
2.5% to attract investors. A solar project could generate enough General Fund savings
and energy credits to produce a revenue stream sufficient to payback the bonds over a
15-year period without burdening the General Fund.

$700 million is available to California and the program is currently oversubscribed by an
estimated $1.2 billion. Therefore, it is not certain whether the District will be chosen to
receive the bond allocation.

RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended that the Board of Education adopt Resolution #0910-10 authorizing
the filing of an application for Qualified School Construction Bond Allocation in the
amount of $25 million.

This recommendation supports the following District goal:
o Pursue actively the funding and resources to fulfill our mission and maintain fiscal
solvency.

RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF EDUCATION OF THE
SANTEE SCHOOL DISTRICT AUTHORIZING
THE FILING OF AN APPLICATEION FOR QUALIFIED SCHOOL
CONSTRUCTION BOND ALLOCATION

WHEREAS, the Board of Education of the Santee Elementary School District (the
“District”) desires to finance the costs of acquiring, constructing, reconstruction, and/or
equipping of school facilities (the “Project”); and

WHEREAS, the District desires to finance the Project through the issue of
Qualified School Construction Bonds (“QSCBs”} as authorized by the American Recovery and
Reinvestment Tax Act of 2009; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Education has determined to file an application with the
California Department of Education (“CDE”) necessary to acquire an allocation QSCBs.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE BOARD OF EDUCATION OF THE SANTEE ELEMENTARY
SCHOOL DISTRICT DOES HEREBY RESOLVE, ORDER, AND DETERMINE AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. The District hereby directs the Superintendent and the Chief
Business and Financial Officer to file an application with the CDE for a QSCB allocation for
2009 in the amount of $25 million. Each of the Superintendent and Chief Business and
Financial Officer is authorized to execute the CDE application attached hereto as an exhibit.
The Board of Education hereby certifies that the District will comply with certifications 1
through 6 of the Application, as set forth more fully therein.

SECTION 2. The reasonably expected maximum principal amount of the QSCBS
is $25 million.

SECTION 3. All the recitals in this resolution are true and correct and this Board
of Education so finds, determines, and represents.
